1., the SUBJECTIVITY of a VERB, if you place the word VALAMIT AFTER it. Eg. MondOK VALAMIT...l say something. Valami=something/anything. So VALAMI
conveys the SUBJECTIVE CONTEXT sense. In conclusion: the —K on the verb means UNDEFINED/SUBJECTIVE context.

rreeeex Just remember for when we are treating the HU NOUN, that the —K on the HU PLURAL noun ALSO means undefined plural number. -K is only used
on a NOUN if there is no definite or indefinite numerical adjectives that refer to it.

*kkx|f the NUMBER of a noun is defined by definite or indefinite numerical adjectives PLEASE DO NOT USE the -K suffix on it. Eg. Ebben az eladd
hazban van RENGETEG AJTO, SOK TUKOR, TOBB FUDOSZOBA, NEGY HALOSZOBA, MEGSZAMOLHATATLAN NYILASZARO és KET KOCSISZIN.
ek On the other hand, when the noun is NOT DEFINED NUMERICALLY, one must use —K on the NOUN. Eg. Ebben az eladd hazban vannak AJTOK,
TUKROK, FUDOSZOBAK, HALOSZOBAK, NYILASZAROK és KOCSISZINEK. Obviously AFTER EGY you must use SINGULAR. Eg. A kertben talalhaté meg
